Sansevieria hyacinthoides bowstring hemp

Appearance: Erect, herbaceous perennial, from thick
rhizomes, to 1 m (3.3 ft) tall.

Leaves: Basal, tufted, flat, erect, waxy, thick, 0.4-1 m
(1-3 ft) long, mottled with light- and dark-green cross
bands, margins yellowish to orange-red.

Flowers: Greenish-white; about 4 mm (0.02 in) long;
in a cylindrical spike-like raceme.

Fruit: A roundish, fleshy berry, to 8 mm (0.3 in) in
diameter; red.
