Appearance: Evergreen glabrous shrub to 1.8 m (6 ft) 
tall, growing in multistemmed clumps and perennating by 
rhizomes.

Leaves: Alternate, large, 2-3 times oddpinnately com-
pound, usually with 3 primary divisions from petiole, 
having a somewhat lacy appearance and turning red in cool 
season. Lea�ets 2-6 cm (1-2 in) long, narrowly ovate to 
lanceolate, tips with long acute taper, upper surfaces dark 
green (in growing season), sublustrous.

Flowers: Small, bisexual, with petaloid parts pinkish white 
and anthers yellow.

Fruit: A bright red, 2-seeded globose berry, 6-12 mm 
(0.25–0.5 in) in diameter.
