Leaves: Opposite, linear to linear-elliptic, 10-30 cm
(4-11 ft) long, 1 cm wide, narrowed at base to a short
petiole.

Flowers: Bisexual, up to 5 cm (2 in) across with five fused,
violet to purple petals.

Fruit: Elongated capsule to 2.5 cm (1 in) long with brown
seeds, 2 mm (0.8 in) wide.
